Population: Children with documented deficits in social commuication - decreased social skills.
	Strategies: Used as a repetitive, positive behavioral model.
	Professional Growth: allows presentation of social skills using multi-modality format, i.e. auditory/ visual/tactile in a positive behavioral format.
	Assessment of Progress: Increase in socially expected behaviors described in app and decrease in socially unexpected behaviors.

Baseline: able to demonstrate socially expected behaviors during structured group SLP activities < 50% of the time.

	Assessment of Progress: Number of signs demonstrated independently from memory and used for communication during SLP sessions.

Baseline: 2 signs.

Goal: 25 single signs and 5, 2-3 sign phrases.
